We won’t be 
able to gather for the Seder, our festive ritual meal that 
reminds us Jews how we left a “narrow place” for freedom. 
Let’s try not to feel narrowed down this year in our 
celebration, but open to new ways of feeling free – even 
when we are in quarantine!
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EASTER
Easter is the celebration of the resurrection of Jesus Christ. 
One of the precious gifts of Easter is hope: hope for life after 
death, hope for the light that shines in the darkness, hope for 
human reconciliation across the human family.



RAMADAN
As we are approaching the holy month of Ramadan, it is 
important to remember that Ramadan reminds us of the 
values that we all share - patience, piety, spirituality etc. As 
we strive to deepen our connection with God, we should 
take this as an opportunity to not only become more aware 
of ourselves but to become more thoughtful of other people 
and their lives.
